BACKGROUND

The province’s injury hospitalization rate is twice the national average, its death rate is 1.4
times higher and its workplace injury rate is one of the highest in Canada. The number of
unintentional injuries that occur in Saskatchewan represents approximately 7% of all
injuries that occur in Canada, yet its population represents only 3%. The human cost of
pain and suffering is immeasurable. The economic cost to Saskatchewan is $1 billion
annually.

KEY STRATEGIC IMPERATIVES
Public Awareness
1. Create and deliver a broad, social-marketing communication strategy targeted at
increasing provincial awareness of the value of preventing injuries and changing
current beliefs towards the belief that “injuries are predictable and preventable”.
2. Support and facilitate the coordination of injury prevention awareness programs
targeted at educating children and youth.
3. Secure opportunities to conduct education and awareness presentations throughout
Saskatchewan.
4. Secure opportunities to present the Safe Saskatchewan Business Case to industry,
government and other societal leaders.

Seniors’ Falls
1. Facilitate the creation of a collaborative, provincial, grassroots seniors’ falls injury
prevention strategy.
2. Support and enable the implementation of the strategy by collaborating with provincial
stakeholders to create the infrastructure to sustain the strategy over time.
3. Facilitate the development of a social marketing communication strategy to enable the
education and awareness component of the strategy which is an integral element.

Farm and Ranch Injuries
1. As a participating member of the Saskatchewan Alliance for Safety and Health in
Agriculture, support and assist in the development of a provincial, collaborative,
grassroots farm and ranch injury prevention strategy.

Fund Development
1. On an ongoing basis, Increase the number and diversity of Safe Saskatchewan
founding partner organizations to ensure the longevity of the organization.
2. Seek and secure project support funding through grant applications and other financial
assistance provided by foundations, government, industry and/or other funding
organizations.
